PENTECOST SUNDAY

Today is Pentecost Sunday, the birthday of the Catholic Church. As indicated in last week’ bulletin
we have the large image of Jesus knocking on the door which has no knob. Jesus is continually knock-
ing at the door of our hearts so desirous that we allow Him to enter into our lives. Jesus wants to give
us to much, but He respects us; we must invite Him in.

Today each family will receive a Holy Spirit prayer pamphlet: one for the family and one to be giv-
en to someone else. Also, as we have written several times, our baptism calls us to do our part in
bringing others to God. Thus, you are invited to give the Holy Spirit pamphlet to another as your way
to be Christ’s instrument in continuing His mission here on earth.

All around the church we have banners of the various groups of our parish. These groups endeav-
or to do their best helping one another to grow in their relationship with God and in living out their
baptism each day as well as trying to help others.

LECTORS AND EXTRAORDINARY MINISTERS OF HOLY COMMUNION

Today all lectors and extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion will renew their commitment to
the ministry they have chosen. You may wonder why “extraordinary”. They are referred to under this
title because the ordinary ministers of Holy Communion are bishops, priests, and deacons. Only if
there are not enough of these for a particular Mass does an extraordinary minister serve.

ADULT CONFIRMATION

Today Father Jovito will be confirming adults at the 10:45 Mass. Every year on the feast of Pente-
cost, the Bishop gives the pastor of each parish the ability to confirm. At the Easter Vigil adults who
need Holy Communion and Confirmation receive both these sacraments. If only Confirmation is lack-
ing, then the sacrament of Confirmation is conferred by the pastor of the parish on Pentecost Sunday.
Register for adults who need Baptism, Holy Communion, and/or Confirmation is available after Mass.

PRAYERS FOR PEACE

Pope Francis has been strongly asking for much prayer for peace in today’s troubled world. On Fri-
day, May 31st , beginning at 6:30 pm St. Nicholas of Tolentine will have a whole parish endeavor to
come together, fill our church, with adults, teenagers and children to pray the living rosary around the
inside of our church and then the celebration of the Mass will follow.
