TENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

FEAST OF THE SACRED HEART OF JESUS 
 This past Friday we celebrated the Feast of the Sacred Heart. We had been preparing for this feast 
with the nine-day Novena each day at 11:15 am with the rosary and the novena prayers.  
 I have had the blessing of visiting Paray-le-Monial in France where the Sacred Heart of Jesus ap-
peared to St. Margaret Mary, a Sister of the Visitation. Since my Congregation is international, every 
six years the General Chapter is held in one of the countries where we serve, and I have the good for-
tune of going as the translator for our Sisters from Argentina. In 2005 it was held in France; I went a 
day earlier to precisely go to visit Paray-le-Monial.  
 St. Margaret Mary is quoted as saying, “On one occasion, whilst the Blessed Sacrament was ex-
posed, feeling wholly withdrawn within myself by an extraordinary recollection of all my senses and 
powers, Jesus Christ presented Himself to me, all resplendent with glory with His five wounds shining 
like as many suns, and from every part of this Sacred Humanity flames issued especially from His 
adorable Bosom, which resembled an open furnace; and being opened, He disclosed to me His most 
loving and most amiable Heart, which was the living source of these flames.”  
 On one of Jesus’ apparitions to St. Margaret Mary, He said, “I ask of thee that the first Friday after 
the Octave of Corpus Christi be set apart for a special Feast to honor my Heart, by receiving Me in the 
Eucharist in order to make amends for the indignities which It has received during the time It 
has been exposed on the altars. I promise thee that my Heart shall expand Itself to shed in abundance 
the influence of Its divine love upon those who shall thus honor it and cause It to be honored.” 
 Untiringly, Jesus tries to attract us to Him. Jesus asked Margaret Mary to devote herself to the in-
stitution of a public celebration in honor of His Divine Heart, in His Church, as thanksgiving for the im-
mense gift of His love and as atonement for the gratitude of people.  
 In another quote, St. Margaret Mary said, “So it is His fervent desire to transmit His gifts of sancti-
fication and salvation to the well-prepared souls and hearts which makes Him wish to be known, loved, 
and glorified by His creatures, in whom He wants to reign as the source of all good in order to provide 
for their needs. That is why He wants us to speak to Him with great faith for He wants the love and 
the homages of His creatures paid to Him with a free and loving and straightforward will.”  
 Each of us can reflect on how we can manage to love, honor, and glorify the Heart of Christ as our 
response to the call of the Heart of Christ. His love for each of us is so immense that it is inexplicable; 
what is our response? 
 
FEAST OF ST. ANTHONY OF PADUA 
 Thursday, June 13th , will be the Feast of St. Anthony of Padua. Many have a strong devotion to 
him. Many turn to him to find lost things, find parking places, find jobs etc.. 
 St. Anthony of Padua had an incredible gift of preaching. He is known to have been steeped in Sa-
cred Scripture and was able to touch the hearts of his listeners. In St. Anthony of Padua Basilica in 
Padua, Italy, there is a relic of his tongue encased in a reliquary. It is felt that his tongue did not de-
compose as a manifestation of his ability to profoundly speak the Word of God and touch hearts to 
conversion. In addition to our going to St. Anthony to find something lost, let us also ask him to inter-
cede for us, helping us to speak and live the Word of God in our daily lives.

FIESTA DEL SAGRADO CORAZÓN DE JESÚS 
 El pasado viernes celebramos la fiesta del Sagrado Corazón. Nos habíamos estado preparando para 
esta fiesta con la Novena de nueve días cada día a las 11:15 am con el rosario y las oraciones de la nove-
na.  
 He tenido la bendición de visitar Paray-le-Monial en Francia, donde el Sagrado Corazón de Jesús se 
apareció a Santa Margarita María, una Hermana de la Visitación. Como mi Congregación es internacional, 
cada seis años se celebra el Capítulo General en uno de los países donde servimos, y tengo la suerte de ir 
como traductora de nuestras Hermanas de Argentina. En 2005 se celebró en Francia; fui un día antes para 
precisamente ir a visitar Paray-le-Monial.  
 Santa. Margarita María dice: "En una ocasión, mientras el Santísimo Sacramento estaba expuesto, sin-
tiéndome totalmente retirada dentro de mí por un extraordinario recogimiento de todos mis sentidos y po-
deres, Jesucristo se me presentó, todo resplandeciente de gloria con sus cinco llagas brillando como mu-
chos soles, y de cada parte de esta Sagrada Humanidad salían llamas especialmente de su adorable Seno, 
que se asemejaba a un horno abierto; y abierto, me descubrió su amabilísimo y amabilísimo Corazón, que 
era la fuente viva de estas llamas." 
 En una de las apariciones de Jesús a Santa Margarita María, Él dijo: «Te pido que el primer viernes 
después de la Octava del Corpus Christi se reserve para una Fiesta especial para honrar a mi Corazón, reci-
biéndome en la Eucaristía para reparar las indignidades que ha recibido durante el tiempo que ha estado 
expuesto en los altares. Ha estado expuesto en los altares. Te prometo que mi Corazón se dilatará para 
derramar en abundancia la influencia de su divino amor sobre aquellos que así lo honren y hagan que sea 
honrado.» 
 Incansablemente, Jesús trata de atraernos hacia Él. Jesús pidió a Margarita María que se dedicara a la 
institución de una celebración pública en honor de Su Divino Corazón, en Su Iglesia, como acción de gra-
cias por el inmenso don de Su amor y como expiación por la gratitud de las personas.  
 En otra cita, Santa Margarita María dijo: “Así pues, es Su ferviente deseo de transmitir Sus dones de 
santificación y salvación a las almas y corazones bien preparados lo que le hace desear ser conocido, ama-
do y glorificado por Sus criaturas, en las que quiere reinar como fuente de todo bien para proveer a sus 
necesidades. Por eso quiere que le hablemos con gran fe, pues desea que el amor y los homenajes de sus 
criaturas le sean tributados con una voluntad libre, amorosa y recta”.  
 Cada uno de nosotros puede reflexionar sobre cómo puede llegar a amar, honrar y glorificar al Cora-
zón de Cristo como respuesta a la llamada del Corazón de Cristo. Su amor por cada uno de nosotros es tan 
inmenso que resulta inexplicable; ¿cuál es nuestra respuesta? 
  
FIESTA DE SAN ANTONIO DE PADUA  
 El jueves 13 de junio se celebra la fiesta de San Antonio de Padua. Muchos sienten una gran devoción 
por él. Muchos acuden a él para encontrar cosas perdidas, encontrar aparcamiento, encontrar trabajo, etc. 
 San Antonio de Padua tenía el increíble don de la predicación. Se sabe que estaba impregnado de las

A READING FROM THE HOLY GOSPEL ACCORDING TO MARK 
 

Jesus came home with his disciples. Again the crowd 
gathered, making it impossible for them even to eat. 
When his relatives heard of this they set out to seize 
him, for they said, "He is out of his mind." The scribes 
who had come from Jerusalem said, "He is possessed 
by Beelzebul," and "By the prince of demons he drives 
out demons."  Summoning them, he began to speak to 
them in parables, "How can Satan drive out Satan? If a 
kingdom is divided against itself, that kingdom cannot 
stand. And if a house is divided against itself, that house 
will not be able to stand. And if Satan has risen up 
against himself and is divided, he cannot stand; that is 
the end of him. But no one can enter a strong man's 
house to plunder his property unless he first ties up the 
strong man. Then he can plunder the house. Amen, I 
say to you, all sins and all blasphemies that people utter 
will be forgiven them. But whoever blasphemes against 
the Holy Spirit will never have forgiveness, but is guilty 
of an everlasting sin." For they had said, "He has an  
unclean spirit." His mother and his brothers arrived. 
Standing outside they sent word to him and called him. 
A crowd seated around him told him, "Your mother and 
your brothers and your sisters are outside asking for 
you." But he said to them in reply, "Who are my mother 
and my brothers?" And looking around at those seated 
in the circle he said, "Here are my mother and my 
brothers. For whoever does the will of God is my  
brother and sister and mother."

En aquel tiempo, Jesús entró en una casa con sus discípu-
los y acudió tanta gente, que no los dejaban ni comer. Al 
enterarse sus parientes, fueron a buscarlo, pues decían 
que se había vuelto loco. Los escribas que habían venido 
de Jerusalén, decían acerca de Jesús: “Este hombre está 
poseído por Satanás, príncipe de los demonios, y por eso 
los echa fuera”. Jesús llamó entonces a los escribas y les 
dijo en parábolas: “¿Cómo puede Satanás expulsar a Sa-
tanás? Porque si un reino está dividido en bandos 
opuestos, no puede subsistir. Una familia dividida 
tampoco puede subsistir. De la misma manera, si Satanás 
se rebela contra sí mismo y se divide, no podrá subsistir, 
pues ha llegado su fin. Nadie puede entrar en la casa de 
un hombre fuerte y llevarse sus cosas, si primero no lo 
ata. Sólo así podrá saquear la casa. Yo les aseguro que a 
los hombres se les perdonarán todos sus pecados y todas 
sus blasfemias. Pero el que blasfeme contra el Espíritu 
Santo nunca tendrá perdón; será reo de un pecado eter-
no”. Jesús dijo esto, porque lo acusaban de estar poseído 
por un espíritu inmundo. Llegaron entonces su madre y 
sus parientes; se quedaron fuera y lo mandaron llamar. 
En torno a él estaba sentada una multitud, cuando le di-
jeron: “Ahí fuera están tu madre y tus hermanos, que te 
buscan”. Él les respondió: “¿Quién es mi madre y quiénes 
son mis hermanos?” Luego, mirando a los que estaban 
sentados a su alrededor, dijo: “Éstos son mi madre y mis 
hermanos. Porque el que cumple la voluntad de Dios, ése 
es mi hermano, mi hermana y mi madre”.
