FEAST OF ST. NICHOLAS OF TOLENTINE

DIVINO NIÑO NOVENA 
This Friday, September 27th , at 7:00 pm in the Chapel we will have the Divino Niño Novena 

with exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, novena prayers, and a short reflection. All are invited. 
Under Jesus’ title as the “Divino Niño” He has promised many blessings. After the novena there 
are light refreshments in the Faith Formation Center which contributes to our knowing and 
enjoying our parish relationships. 

FAITH FORMATION CLASSES 
On Catechetical Sunday, last Sunday, the catechists were commissioned and blessed as they 

began their new year as catechists. Parent and Guardians were also blessed who are so important 
to all that we together try to do to help our children come to know God and our Catholic Faith. 

We are still accepting registrations. Many of the children who have received First Holy Com-
munion have not returned. There is so little that we are able to teach them prior to First Commun-
ion. When and how will they grow in their knowledge of the Catholic Faith? When they return for 
Confirmation, in most cases they have forgotten all that they have learned. Every parent tries so 
hard to do all they can to enable their children to really develop and grow in their studies. Why do 
we not seem to realize the necessity of our children learning more and more about their faith? Just 
receiving the limited preparation for First Communion and then Confirmation is by far not enough 
for them to know God, know what it means to be Catholic, etc. We are still receiving registrations! 

SESSION FOR ADULTS 
Today the session for adults who need Baptism, Eucharist and/or Confirmation begins at 10:30 

am in the Faith Formation Center. This is the time and day for this first session. If this is not possi-
ble due to work schedule, we will do our best to accommodate. 

FEAST OF ST. VINCENT DE PAUL 
September 27th is the feast day of St. Vincent de Paul. He was the founder of the Vincentians 

for preaching missions and for educating and training a pastoral clergy. The priests who staff St. 
John’s University are all Vincentians. St. Vincent De Paul also founded the Daughters of Charity of 
St. Vincent de Paul. In the past we had Daughters of Charity of St. Vincent de Paul ministering at 
St. John the Baptist Church in Brooklyn.  

St. Vincent De Paul dedicated his life to helping the poor and is considered one of the most 
important persons in the history of charity. From a young age he showed great concern and care 
for the poor. 

 Reflecting of his feast, we think about our attitude toward the poor in its various manifesta-
tions. Remember Matthew’s Gospel, Chapter 25, Jesus speaks strongly about our judgment at 
death.

A READING FROM THE HOLY GOSPEL ACCORDING TO ST. MARK 
 

Jesus and his disciples left from there and be-
gan a journey through Galilee, but he did not 
wish anyone to know about it. He was teach-
ing his disciples and telling them, “The Son of 
Man is to be handed over to men and they 
will kill him, and three days after his death 
the Son of Man will rise.” But they did not un-
derstand the saying, and they were afraid to 
question him. They came to Capernaum and, 
once inside the house, he began to ask them, 
“What were you arguing about on the way?” 
But they remained silent. They had been dis-
cussing among themselves on the way who 
was the greatest. Then he sat down, called 
the Twelve, and said to them, “If anyone 
wishes to be first, he shall be the last of all 
and the servant of all.” Taking a child, he 
placed it in their midst, and putting his arms 
around it, he said to them, “Whoever receives 
one child such as this in my name, receives 
me; and whoever receives me, receives not 
me but the One who sent me.”

Pero ellos se queda-
ron callados, porque en el camino habían 
discutido sobre quién de ellos era el más im-
portante.
