RELIGIOUS EDUCATION CORNER 

GOOD SHEPHERD SUNDAY 
 The fourth Sunday of Easter is called Good Shepherd Sunday. The first reading reminds us how Je-
sus leads, protects, and cares for His people. The image of Jesus that we see carrying a sheep is so com-
forting. It shows the closeness and love between God and His people. I have been trained in the Catech-
esis of the Good Shepherd which is based on Maria Montessori's method of education. When the chil-
dren in the first year of the program come to realize that we are Jesus’ sheep, they get so excited! 
 
 Throughout the fifty days of Easter, the first reading is from Acts of the Apostles which basically 
tells how the first followers of Jesus gradually grew in faith and almost daily their numbers grew also. 
They listened to Peter, turned away from sin and asked to be baptized. Even today’s psalm speaks of God 
as our shepherd who guides us to peace and safety. These words bring hope and assurance to all who 
trust Him. Remember last Sunday, Divine Mercy Sunday, the underlining prayer, if we may say, was: 
“Jesus, I place my trust in You.” 
 
 Today’s society, especially here in United States, does not help us to grasp the impact of Jesus know-
ing us and our knowing Him. As I have mentioned in the past, I grew up on a farm in Tiverton, Rhode 
Island. We had 26 cows whom my grandfather had named each one. Each morning when he would open 
the barn door at 3:00 am, he would begin greeting each one by name in Portuguese and each one would 
lift their head and moo. It was incredible! At 3:00 pm my grandfather would whistle for them to come 
into the barn for milking. They would respond ONLY to grandpa’s whistle. If he were sick and my dad 
whistles, they did not budge which meant my brother and I had to go into the pasture to bring them in. 
Thus, all these years, this Good Shepherd Sunday brings back beautiful memories. 
 
 In the Office of Readings of the Liturgy of the Hours that Priests and Religious pray, there is a homi-
ly given by Pope Saint Gregory the Great. He says: “I am the good shepherd. I know my own—by which 
I mean, I love them—and my own know me.” He goes on to say “In plain words: those who love me are 
willing to follow me, for anyone who does not love the truth has not yet come to know it. Meditating on 
this scripture passage we could ask ourselves, “Do I belong to His flock?” Pope Gregory said that it is 
not by faith that we will come to know Him, but by love; not by mere conviction, but by action. Pope 
Gregory seems to have had a special relationship with St. John the evangelist whom he states as saying, 
“anyone who claims to know God without keeping his commandments is a liar.” We are all on our jour-
ney to the Father struggling to live according to His way. May our realizing ever more deeply how much 
we are loved by our Good Shepherd motivate us to respond to this love in word and action.

 Some of our parishioners have already received their envelope through the mail for their one-time 
donation or pledge. This weekend during each Mass, we will be given a brief explanation of how our 
contributions help the Diocese to live out its call to respond to Matthew 25. It is our sincere prayer and 
hope that every family contribute in some way to this Appeal.

DOMINGO DEL BUEN PASTOR 
 El cuarto domingo de Pascua se llama Domingo del Buen Pastor. La primera lectura nos recuerda cómo Je-
sús guía, protege y cuida a su pueblo. La imagen de Jesús que vemos cargando una oveja es sumamente reconfor-
tante; muestra la cercanía y el amor entre Dios y su pueblo. He recibido formación en la «Catequesis del Buen 
Pastor», la cual se basa en el método educativo de Maria Montessori. Cuando los niños que cursan el primer año 
del programa se dan cuenta de que nosotros somos las ovejas de Jesús, ¡se llenan de entusiasmo! 
 
 A lo largo de los cincuenta días de la Pascua, la primera lectura se toma de los Hechos de los Apóstoles, tex-
to que narra, fundamentalmente, cómo los primeros seguidores de Jesús fueron creciendo gradualmente en la fe y 
cómo, casi a diario, su número también aumentaba. Escuchaban a Pedro, se apartaban del pecado y pedían ser 
bautizados. Incluso el salmo de hoy habla de Dios como nuestro pastor, aquel que nos guía hacia la paz y la segu-
ridad. Estas palabras brindan esperanza y certeza a todos aquellos que confían en Él. Recordemos que el domingo 
pasado—el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia—la oración central, por así decirlo, fue: «Jesús, en Ti confío». 
 
 La sociedad actual—especialmente aquí en los Estados Unidos—no nos facilita la comprensión del profundo 
impacto que conlleva el hecho de que Jesús nos conozca y que nosotros lo conozcamos a Él. Como he menciona-
do en ocasiones anteriores, crecí en una granja en Tiverton, Rhode Island. Teníamos veintiséis vacas, a cada una 
de las cuales mi abuelo había puesto un nombre. Cada mañana, al abrir la puerta del establo a las 3:00 a.m., co-
menzaba a saludar a cada una por su nombre en portugués; ante ello, cada vaca levantaba la cabeza y mugía. ¡Era 
algo increíble! A las 3:00 p.m., mi abuelo silbaba para llamarlas al establo y ordeñarlas. Ellas respondían ÚNI-
CAMENTE al silbido de mi abuelo. Si él se encontraba enfermo y era mi padre quien silbaba, las vacas no se mo-
vían en absoluto, lo cual significaba que mi hermano y yo debíamos adentrarnos en el pastizal para traerlas de 
vuelta. Así pues, a lo largo de todos estos años, este Domingo del Buen Pastor evoca en mí hermosos recuerdos. 
 
 En el Oficio de Lecturas de la Liturgia de las Horas—oración que rezan los sacerdotes y los religiosos—se 
incluye una homilía pronunciada por el Papa San Gregorio Magno. Él dice: «Yo soy el buen pastor. Conozco a 
los míos—y con esto quiero decir que los amo—, y los míos me conocen a mí». Y añade: «En palabras sencillas: 
aquellos que me aman están dispuestos a seguirme, pues quien no ama la verdad, aún no ha llegado a conocerla». 
Al meditar en este pasaje de la Escritura, podríamos preguntarnos: «¿Pertenezco yo a su rebaño?». El Papa Gre-
gorio afirmó que no es por la fe como llegaremos a conocerlo, sino por el amor; no por una mera convicción, sino 
por la acción. El Papa Gregorio parece haber mantenido una relación especial con San Juan Evangelista, a quien 
cita diciendo: «Todo aquel que afirma conocer a Dios sin cumplir sus mandamientos es un mentiroso». Todos 
nosotros nos hallamos en camino hacia el Padre, esforzándonos por vivir conforme a su voluntad. Que la concien-
cia—cada vez más profunda—de cuánto somos amados por nuestro Buen Pastor nos impulse a corresponder a 
este amor con palabras y obras.

READING FROM THE HOLY GOSPEL ACCORDING TO JOHN  

 
Jesus said: "Amen, amen, I say to you, whoever does not en-
ter a sheepfold through the gate but climbs over elsewhere is 
a thief and a robber. But whoever enters through the gate is 
the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens it for him, 
and the sheep hear his voice, as the shepherd calls his own 
sheep by name and leads them out. When he has driven out 
all his own, he walks ahead of them, and the sheep follow 
him, because they recognize his voice. But they will not fol-
low a stranger; they will run away from him, because they do 
not recognize the voice of strangers." Although Jesus used 
this figure of speech, the Pharisees did not realize what he 
was trying to tell them. 
 
So Jesus said again, "Amen, amen, I say to you, I am the gate 
for the sheep. All who came before me are thieves and rob-
bers, but the sheep did not listen to them. I am the gate. Who-
ever enters through me will be saved, and will come in and go 
out and find pasture. A thief comes only to steal and slaughter 
and destroy; I came so that they might have life and have it 
more abundantly."

En aquel tiempo, Jesús dijo a los fariseos: "Yo les aseguro 
que el que no entra por la puerta del redil de las ovejas, sino 
que salta por otro lado, es un ladrón, un bandido; pero el que 
entra por la puerta, ése es el pastor de las ovejas. A ése le abre 
el que cuida la puerta, y las ovejas reconocen su voz; él llama 
a cada una por su nombre y las conduce afuera. Y cuando ha 
sacado a todas sus ovejas, camina delante de ellas, y ellas lo 
siguen, porque conocen su voz. Pero a un extraño no lo segui-
rán, sino que huirán de él, porque no conocen la voz de los 
extraños". 
 
Jesús les puso esta comparación, pero ellos no entendieron lo 
que les quería decir. Por eso añadió: "Les aseguro que yo soy 
la puerta de las ovejas. Todos los que han venido antes que 
yo, son ladrones y bandidos; pero mis ovejas no los han escu-
chado. 
 
Yo soy la puerta; quien entre por mí se salvará, podrá entrar y 
salir y encontrará pastos. El ladrón sólo viene a robar, a matar 
y a destruir. Yo he venido para que tengan vida y la tengan en 
abundancia''.
