RELIGIOUS EDUCATION CORNER 

THE MONTH OF THE SACRED HEART 
 We are coming to the close of the month of June which traditionally has been known as the month of the 
Sacred Heart. We have had the nine-day Novena before its great celebration on June 12th.  
 
 This feast helps us reflect all the more profoundly the great love that Jesus has for each one of us. Each 
day of the novena, we prayed the consecration prayer to the Sacred Heart. 
 
 This year has an enormous aspect to its celebration. As we are commemorating the 250th anniversary of 
our independence, so the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) voted in their meeting last 
November 11, 2025 to consecrate the United States to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. This is an historic first for 
the nation. Previously we have consecrated our country to Mary but never formally to the Sacred Heart. This 
consecration took place on June 11, 2026, at Mary, Queen of the Universe Basilica in Orlando, Florida. All 
the Bishops of United States were at their Spring Plenary Assembly there in Florida. Devotion to the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus has deep roots in Catholic tradition. It originated from the 17th century visions of St. Margaret 
Mary Alacoque in France. Popes Leo XIII, Pius XI, Pius XII, and Francis have emphasized consecration as a 
way to recognize Christ’s kingship and to inspire Catholics to live out the Gospel in society.  
 
 Archbishop Alexander Sample explained that the consecration aims to: 

• Place the nation under the kingly of Christ. 
• Make reparation for offenses against God. 
• Inspire a greater heart for the poor and suffering. 
• Promote the spirit of the Gospel. 
 

 Archbishop Alexander emphasizes that consecration is not merely ceremonial but calls Catholics to inte-
grate faith into daily life, fostering truth, justice, and charity. By honoring the Sacred Heart, the faithful re in-
vited to see Christ in every person, especially the marginalized, and to act as instruments of love and mercy. 
 
REGISTRATION AND RE-REGISTRATION FOR FAITH FORMATION 
 Next weekend we will continue to have registration for new students and re-registration for the continued 
faith formation of our children. Just as in public school, the students broaden and deepen their knowledge of 
the specific area of their education, so too our children should come to class year after year. Our Faith For-
mation Program is not a sacramental preparation program, but one that continues each year to help our chil-
dren come to know God and our Catholic faith at their age, with specific celebration for each of the sacra-
ments. Let us encourage our families to make this growth in faith a strong priority. 
 
FATHER JOVITO CARONGAY, JR. LEAVES FOR HIS NEW ASSIGNMENT AND FATHER PAT-
RICK LONGALONG IS WELCOMED TO OUR PARISH 
 In just a few days with our gratitude for his faithful service among us for six years and with many bless-
ings, Father Jovito Carongay, Jr., will be leaving for his new assignment at Immaculate Conception Church in 
Astoria. At the same time, we will warmly welcome our new pastor, Father Patrick Longalong who leaves his 
present assignment at Our Lady of Lourdes to begin his new mission here at St. Nicholas of Tolentine. Let us 
keep both priests in our priests as they take up their new assignments!

EL MES DEL SAGRADO CORAZÓN 
 Nos acercamos al final del mes de junio, tradicionalmente conocido como el mes del Sagrado Corazón. Hemos 
celebrado la Novena de nueve días antes de su gran festividad el 12 de junio. 
 
 Esta fiesta nos ayuda a reflexionar con mayor profundidad sobre el gran amor que Jesús nos tiene a cada uno de 
nosotros. Cada día de la novena, rezamos la oración de consagración al Sagrado Corazón. 
 
 Este año, la celebración tiene un significado especial. Al conmemorar el 250 aniversario de nuestra independen-
cia, la Conferencia de Obispos Católicos de los Estados Unidos (USCCB) votó en su reunión del pasado 11 de no-
viembre de 2025 consagrar los Estados Unidos al Sagrado Corazón de Jesús. Este es un hito histórico para la nación. 
Anteriormente, habíamos consagrado nuestro país a María, pero nunca formalmente al Sagrado Corazón. Esta consa-
gración tuvo lugar el 11 de junio de 2026, en la Basílica de María Reina del Universo en Orlando, Florida. Todos los 
obispos de Estados Unidos se reunieron en su Asamblea Plenaria de Primavera en Florida. La devoción al Sagrado 
Corazón de Jesús tiene profundas raíces en la tradición católica. Su origen se remonta a las visiones de Santa Marga-
rita María Alacoque en Francia, en el siglo XVII. Los Papas León XIII, Pío XI, Pío XII y Francisco han enfatizado la 
consagración como una forma de reconocer la realeza de Cristo e inspirar a los católicos a vivir el Evangelio en la 
sociedad. 
 
 El arzobispo Alexander Sample explicó que la consagración tiene como objetivo: 

• Someter a la nación a la realeza de Cristo. 
• Reparar las ofensas contra Dios. 
• Inspirar una mayor compasión por los pobres y los que sufren. 
• Promover el espíritu del Evangelio. 
 

 El arzobispo Alexander subraya que la consagración no es meramente ceremonial, sino que llama a los católicos 
a integrar la fe en la vida diaria, fomentando la verdad, la justicia y la caridad. Al honrar al Sagrado Corazón, los fie-
les son invitados a ver a Cristo en cada persona, especialmente en los marginados, y a actuar como instrumentos de 
amor y misericordia. 
 
INSCRIPCIÓN Y REINSCRIPCIÓN PARA LA FORMACIÓN EN LA FE 
 El próximo fin de semana continuaremos con la inscripción para nuevos alumnos y la reinscripción para la for-
mación continua en la fe de nuestros hijos. Así como en la escuela pública los alumnos amplían y profundizan sus 
conocimientos en el área específica de su educación, nuestros hijos también deben asistir a clase año tras año. Nues-
tro Programa de Formación en la Fe no es un programa de preparación sacramental, sino uno que continúa cada año 
para ayudar a nuestros hijos a conocer a Dios y nuestra fe católica según su edad, con una celebración específica para 
cada uno de los sacramentos. Animemos a nuestras familias a que hagan de este crecimiento en la fe una gran priori-
dad.
