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 Gospel Reflectioné 

 

In this weeks gospel, Jesus begins to talk seriously about His suf-

fering and crucifixion. Peter takes Him aside and says, ñThis must 

not happen to you Lord.ò But Jesus responds with, ñGet behind me 

Satan!ò Jesus then tells the disciples that in order to follow Him, 

they must take up their own cross and die to themselves. To seek to 

save our own life is to lose it, but to lose our life for His sake is to 

gain life. 

Peter thought he had it all worked out. Jesus was the Messiah, and 

He would usher in a new kingdom of prosperity in Israel. When Je-

sus started talking about being crucified, Peter was appalled and 

started to rebuke Jesus. Peter could not see that Godôs plan was dif-

ferent and far greater than he could imagine. He was seeing from 

manôs perspective rather than Godôs. 

We find it hard to break out of our mental strongholds to see our 

life from Godôs perspective. We are surrounded by a culture that is 

focused on the here and now and which often denies Godôs pur-

pose completely. The thought of dying to ourselves to follow God 

is nice in theory. In practice we want one foot in the Kingdom and 

the other in the world. Like Peter, we are always hoping that Jesus 

will avoid the cross this time. 

I need to learn to die to my plans and ambitions, my dreams and 

visions. Instead I need to follow Jesus day by day, step by step. I 

need to do this without trying to impose my agenda on Him. Being 

totally subservient to the Lordôs plans is a tough walk in an age of 

self-promotion. This is the path we are called to walk.

What profit 

would there be for one to gain the whole world and forfeit 

his life? Or what can one give in exchange for his life? 

For the Son of Man will come with his angels in his Fa-

therôs glory, and then he will repay all according to his 

conduct.ò
