 Gospel Reflectioné 
 

 

The Annunciation to Mary begins our immediate preparation for the 

coming of Jesus among us. There was fear at the surprising call, leading 

to a question of how this can happen. Then there was a sign in that 

Elizabeth is expecting a child before Mary said óyes.ô She did not say 

ñok, I will do itò, but ñlet it be with me according to your word.ò It was 

óyesô to a way of life, a óyesô to the Word of God, leaving the initiative 

with God. 

 

Repeating a phrase in prayer may make it go deep within us. It's like a 

favorite piece of music which we can hum over and over again. It is 

part of us. 'I am the servant of the Lord' was such a phrase for Mary, 

spoken first at one of the biggest moments in her life. In dry times of 

prayer, a sentence like that can occupy mind and heart and raise us 

close to God. 

 

ñMary has always been proposed to the faithful by the church as an ex-

ample to be imitated, not precisely in the type of life that she led and 

much less for the social cultural background in which she lived and 

which scarcely today exists anywhere today. Rather she is held up as an 

example to the faithful for the way in which in her own particular life 

she fully and responsibly accepted the word of God and acted on it, and 

because charity and the spirit of service were the driving force of her 

actions. She is worthy of imitation because she was the first and most 

perfect of Christôs disciplesò.  

 

The angel said to Mary, óYou will conceive and bear a son,ô not óAre 

you willing to conceive and bear a son?ô That is how Godôs will comes 

to us; in the things that happen to us; more than in the things we 

choose!  (Sacred Place)

ción del altar de piedra que Elías construyó, consagrado 
por el Señor con fuego, mostrando a la gente la verdadera 
luz de Dios.  (1King 18:17-46) 
 
León: Daniel vivi· en la ®poca de los israelitas cuando 
vivían en el exilio en Babilonia.  Daniel pasó por muchas 
pruebas y dificultades, pero siempre permaneció fiel a 
adorar a Dios.  Siempre continuó confiando y sirviendo a 
Dios a pesar de que se vio obligado a trabajar para perso-
nas inicuas.  Porque Daniel no negaría a Dios de ninguna 
manera fue puesto en una guarida de leones para ser asesi-
nado, pero Dios intervino, y él salió vivo.  (Daniel 6:1-23)

ma de la Casa Real de David hasta el día de hoy.  Cristo 
que nace de la Casa de David, puede reclamar verdadera-
mente este emblema como suyo. 
 
Tableta de Zacarías: Zacar²as e Isabel estaban avanzadas 
en edad y no tenían hijos que los entristecieran mucho.  
Un día, un ángel del Señor para ellos y les dijo que tendría 
un hijo y que su nombre debía ser JOHN.  Zacarías cues-
tionó al ángel porque no podía creer que esto fuera posi-
ble.  Debido a esto pudo hablar ni oír hasta el día en que el 
niño nació.  Todos los familiares y amigos esperaban que 
el bebé fuera nombrado Zacarías porque esa era la costum-
bre en ese momento: nombrar a su primer hijo por el nom-
bre del padre.

JESSE TREE CONTINUED 
 
Elijahôs altar:  The prophet Elijah is called by God to dis-
pel the myths of false gods increasingly worshipped by the 
people.  On this ornament we see a representation of the 
stone altar Elijah built, consecrated by the Lord with fire, 
showing people the true light of God.  (1King 18:17-46) 

Lion:   Daniel lived in the time of the Israelites when they 
lived in exile in Babylonia.  Daniel went through many 
trials and hardships but always remained faithful to wor-
shiping God.  He always continued to trust and serve God 
even though he was forced to work for wicked peo-
ple.  Because Daniel would not deny God in any way he 
was put into a lionôs den to be killed, but God intervened, 
and he dame out alive.  (Daniel 6:1-23) 

Star of David:  The six-pointed star is the emblem of the 
Royal House of David even to this day.  Christ Who is 
born of the House of David, can truly claim this emblem 
as His own. 

Zechariahôs tablet: Zechariah and Elizabeth were both 
advanced in age and had no children which made them 
very sad.  One day an angel of the Lord to them and said 
that she would have a child and his name should be 
JOHN.  Zechariah questioned the angel because he could 
not believe that this would be possible. Because of this he 
was able to speak nor hear until the day that the child was 
born.  All of the family and friends expected the baby to 
be named Zechariah because that was the custom at the 
time: to name your first son by the dadôs name. Though 
Zechariah couldnô speak, he asked for a tablet and pencil 
and wrote:  his name will be JOHN. This child is John the 
Baptist, the cousin of Jesus. 

Shell:  As a grown man John the Baptist began teaching 
and preaching about Jesus coming to begin his mission of 
making God know and how God wants us to live. The 
shell is the symbol ;of John the Baptistôs baptism with wa-
ter only.  He worked hard to help the people change their 
lives because Jesus was coming. 

Hammer:  This is one of the tools that Joseph used as a 
carpenter. 

Scene of the Birth of Jesus in Bethlehem:  This reminds 
us of how Jesus was born.  He being God became one like 
us and still remained God.  We call Him, Jesus our Savior, 
because He came to save us from the consequences of 
Adam and Eve
